Chair Virginia Suplee, confer with the Public Awareness Committee with the goal of clarifying the scope of the
initiative as well as any potential role for the Education Committee.
The committee discussed how it proceed with the project in regards to its current goal of having the ads run
in September. A decision was made to have Bobbi Donavan draft the ads and then email the drafts to the

= The team discussed a promotional opportunity being sponsored by the organization, LifeCycles Unlimited. The
event will be a relatively inexpensive way to engage the public and spread the ACCR’s message.
