Committee Goal Being Addressed:  The promotion of Recovery to the general public  
 
Discussion:  
 Prior to the close of the 07/08 fiscal year the team agreed to purchase advertising space on two local radio 

stations; WYEP and WAMO.  The goal of the advertising was questioned and discussed for the duration of the 
meeting.

It was believed that the Ed committee would be great to work 
with to promote the ideas of the universality of recovery, hope and wellness for this campaign.  Craig will 
contact Virginia to discuss the collaboration.  Bobbi agreed to develop the advertising message to be used 
on the WYEP station. 

 
 The team was informed of a promotional opportunity being sponsored by the organization, LifeCycles Unlimited.  

The event was discussed as a great and relatively inexpensive way to engage the public and spread the ACCR’s 
message.  The event will occur on September 20th at the Pittsburgh Zoo and Aquarium from 10-5.  It was 
determined that approximately 12 persons would be needed to staff the event in 2 shifts.  It was raised that there is 
much happening that date and therefore it would be a good idea to appeal to the entire Coalition to for persons to 
staff the booth for the event.  Craig will draft a memo requesting support and Bill agreed to promote it and 
recruit members.  PA members who indicated availability for the event are: Warren, Dennis, Melissa (1/2 day) 
and Craig.
